Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menguji pengaruh Pendapatan Asli Daerah,
Dana Alokasi Umum, Dana Alokasi Khusus, dan Luas Wilayah terhadap Belanja
Modal pada Kabupaten/Kota di Provinsi Jawa Timur.

Populasi dalam penelitian ini adalah Kabupaten/Kota di Provinsi Jawa
Timur. Pengambilan sampel dilakukan dengan menggunakan metode purposive
sampling dan diperoleh jumlah sampel sebanyak 38 Kabupaten/Kota di Provinsi
Jawa Timur. Data yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini merupakan data sekunder
dari laporan realisasi Anggaran Pendapatan dan Belanja Daerah (APBD)
Kabupaten/Kota Provinsi Jawa Timur pada tahun 2014-2017. Data diperoleh dari
Badan Pemeriksa Keuangan Republik Indonesia (BPK-RI) Perwakilan Provinsi
Jawa Timur. Metode analisis yang digunakan adalah analisis regresi linier
berganda.

Hasil penelitian ini ~menunjukkan bahwa Pendapatan Asli Daerah
berpengaruh positif terhadap Belanja Modal, Dana Alokasi-Umum berpengaruh
positif terhadap Belanja Modal, Dana Alokasi Khusus berpengaruh positif
terhadap Belanja Modal, dan Luas Wilayah berpengaruh positif terhadap Belanja
Modal.
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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to examine the effect of Local Owned-source Revenue,
General Allocation Fund, Specific Allocation Fund, and landmass on the Capital
Expenditure of local district/city of East Java province.

The population was local district/city of East Java province. While, the data
collection technique used purposive sampling. In line with, there were 38 local
district/city of East Java province. Moreover, the data were secondary from
realisation report of Local Government Budget in local district/city of East Java
province 2014-2017. Furthermore, the data were taken from Audit Board of
Indonesia as a representative of East Java province. In addition, the data analysis
technique used multiple linear regression.

The research result concluded Local Owned-source Revenue had positive
effect on the capital expenditure. Likewise, General Allocation Fund had positive
effect on the capital expenditure. As same as General Allocation Fund, Specific
Allocation Fund and the landmass had positive effect on the capital expenditure.
